YOUNG PAIGE
(forceful)

I will tell you why, because your 
not my father, and you can’t tell 
me what to do.

JACK
(Drunk)

True, but it doesn’t stop me 
telling you what you are, your a 
very opinionated little bitch. And 
personally I have never liked 
opinionated people, they just seem 
to get in the way, and I don’t like 
people getting in my way, including 
those that are pint sized, don’t 
think I don’t know it was you that 
disabled my car when I urgently 
needed it for a very important 
meeting, a meeting in the end that 
cost me a shit load of money, and 
that’s because of you, miss 
opinionated.(as he took another 
drink)

Paige’s younger sister Neve was sitting on the edge of the 
hot tub, stroking the hot water with her right hand. Watching 
Jack and Paige argue, before repeating what her sister had 
said. 



YOUNG NEVE
Yeah; your not our dad, we will 
tell our mum.

JACK
(Drunk)

You will tell your mum, what do you 
think mummy will do, now let me 
tell you what mummy would do. Mummy 
would do, nothing, in fact she 
needs me more than you think, who 
do you think pays for all this, for 
your food, your clothes, all the 
crap that two wining little brats 
like you two need, just listen, 
getting involved in my business, 
will lead you down a very dangerous 
path, and trust me you don’t want 
to go down that path, to a place 
where you are likely to get hurt.

YOUNG PAIGE
(sarcastic)

Your such a dickhead (Neve Laughs) 
were not scared of you, Look, your 
drunk, your always drunk, don’t you 
no what that stuff will do to your 
brain. I could never understand how 
mum could trust you with us, what 
was she thinking, even getting 
involved with the likes of you, if 
our real dad was......  

JACK
(Drunk)

....Was here, you dad worked for me 
remember, it wasn’t my fault your 
old man got himself killed, he got 
greedy, and greedy is not good 
especially when it interferes into 
my business. 

YOUNG PAIGE
(Angy)

Don’t speak of our dad like that. 
You will never be the man he was, 
and don’t think you could ever 
replace him, because you can’t.

YOUNG NEVE
(Sad)

No you can’t. I wish daddy was 
still here.
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YOUNG PAIGE
(Sad)

So do I Neve.

Jack picked up the gun and pointed it towards Paige

JACK
(Drunk)

Did you know, both of you are such 
a fucking pain to me, maybe its 
time you both made a visit to your 
father.

Jack turns the gun towards Neve. Frightened Neve slips 
backwards into the hot tub.

JACK (CONT’D)
(Drunk)

Baby sister first.

YOUNG PAIGE
(Screamed)

PIXIEEEEEEE

Jack takes a shot missing the hot tub, he spins and takes a 
second shot at Paige, sending her into the pool. He picked up 
the bottle of gin. Took a swig from the bottle while moving 
to the pools edge. Neve crying and in shock crawled from the 
hot tub and towards the pool rooms front cover. Jack saw what 
she was doing.

JACK
(Drunk, Angry)

Oh no you don’t.

EXT. POOL ROOM - CONTINUOUS

Half way out Neve felt Jack grabbed her legs and try to pull 
her back, Neve struggled, kicking and screaming, eventually 
Jack let go, Neve tears rolling down her frightened face 
broke free and ran towards the house.

NEVE

NEVE

a dozen times.
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MAY

comics myself, like DC, you know 
Batman, Joker, my real favourite is 
Watchman, but I don’t really know 
why.  

NEVE

NEVE

CHELSEA
(Surprised)

May

NEVE
Yes May, are you thinking what I'm 
thinking.

Chelsea thought before answering.

CHELSEA
Are you going to meet her again?

NEVE
I don’t know, I did say I was going 
to the beach tomorrow, she may turn 
up. She seems genuine.

CHELSEA
How long has she been in the area?

NEVE
Just got here; says she comes from 
up north, Yorkshire, lives with  
her father, and there’s no lady in 
the frame.

CHELSEA

NEVE

NEVE
Naughty, who was worse?

CHELSEA
That’s easy, definitely Paige, she 
was a ring leader and had a lot of 
Harry in her, they always say the 
second child is normally the worse 
one, but thankfully you were 
generally very good, but you had 
your moments. 

NEVE

NEVE

MAY

Neve sat up.
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MAY (CONT’D)

It’s certainly hot today, how long 
have you been here?

NEVE
About half an hour

MAY
Not been swimming yet?

NEVE
I don’t go in the sea, well not 
here, especially with all the raw 
sewage the water company tends to 
ditch into the sea, you never know 
what you might be swimming in. 

MAY
Well that doesn't sound like fun, 
changing the subject, what about 
boys, any good looking rip ones 
around, we can chat up. I did see a 
couple when I was walking up the 
beach, just sitting down there.

NEVE

MAY

MAY

NEVE

It was another hot day, Neve was at her favourite tree, but 
rather than reading her book, she was dancing, practising her 
favourite ballet moves, spinning around the tree, her head in 
the air while she spun. What she didn’t notice was that May 
had arrived, and was just watching her.

MAY
What are you doing?

While dancing Neve answered.

NEVE
What does it look like, I’m 
Dancing.
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MAY
I can see that, but why are you 
dancing?

NEVE
I like to dance.

MAY
I know you told me that yesterday.

NEVE
Join me, come and dance.

MAY
I can’t dance.

NEVE
Everybody can dance, just use you 
imagination and let you body flow, 
and feel the energy and let it take 
you into a world of your dreams.

Neve carried on dancing around the tree, Paige just watched 
before finally letting herself go and followed every one of 
Neve’s moves.

NEVE (CONT’D)
See, I told you that you can dance.

MAY
Your so right, It feels good, so 
relaxing like I'm floating on air.

NEVE
You do remind me a little of Paige, 
she could dance, we loved to dance 
together. So you said you wanted to 
talk to me, what did you want to 
talk to me about.

MAY
The reason why I'm here.

NEVE
I don’t understand, the reason why 
you are here.

MAY
I’m not here by chance Neve. In 
fact I'm here on purpose.

NEVE
I don’t follow.
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MAY
I’m here because I wanted, no I 
needed to meet you.

NEVE
Meet me, why, I don't know you, do 
I.

MAY
I may not have told you the full 
truth, I'm not really from 
Yorkshire, I have come here from 
Rome.

NEVE
Rome, what Rome in Italy.

May nodded.

NEVE (CONT’D)
Hang on, Paige is buried in Rome.

MAY
Look will you stop dancing.

Neve stopped. May took her time, took a deep breath.

MAY (CONT’D)
What I'm about to say, will be a 
major shock to you, Neve, I am your 
sister.

Neve stared at May, not saying a word that seemed like a 
lifetime.

NEVE
I’m sorry, what did you just say.

MAY
I’m you sister Neve, I’m Paige, 
Paige May.

NEVE
What is this some sort of fucked up 
Darth Vader, star wars thing, 
because seriously is not funny, my 
sister is dead, I saw her she shot 
right in front of me.

MAY
And I also thought you were dead, 
he shot at you first, right in 
front of me.
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NEVE
No, no this cannot be true, my 
sister is dead, she is buried in, 
what do you mean you are from Rome. 
Fuck.

Neve fell to her knees.

MAY
Listen, I’m really sorry but as I 
said this meeting is not by chance. 
I’ve been planning this for months, 
to come here, to meet you. To tell 
you the real story of what 
happened.

Neve moved and sat by the tree, traumatized, tears forming in 
her eyes.

NEVE
Ok, go on.

MAY
You will have to be patient with 
me, after I woke in Italy, I was 
told I had been in hospital for a 
month; I had no memory, I was told 
I had been in a serious car crash 
that had killed my mother, Jackie. 
My father James had come out of the 
crash with next to no injuries, 
after a month in hospital I was 
moved to my father’s home in Rome, 
I still could not remember 
anything, so my father filled my 
head with all these lies, I guess 
he was giving me a back story. I 
went to an English school in Rome, 
and at weekends we would visit my 
alleged mother's grave in a nearby 
cemetery. My father’s work was a 
mystery to me, he was obviously 
very wealthy but was elusive to 
what sort of work he did, all I 
could remember were lots of well 
dressed people visiting, men and 
women of all nationalities.

So I turned 
my attention onto you, I found out 
you were a year younger than me, 
your name was Neve, you live with 
your mother Chelsea and had moved 
to a new house by the coast in the 
south of England. I also found out 
that your house was fully paid for 
from an account in Italy. It was 
why I was looking into you and your 
mother, that bits of my memory 
started to come back. So I knew I 
had to meet you, to help further my 
understanding of who I was, so I 
hatch a plan to get my father, wow 
I hate calling him that, to move 
back to England So I could further 
my education, so here I am.

NEVE

MAY
And so are you, I always new you 
would turn out to be beautiful and 
you are so beautiful.
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NEVE
Mum, we have to tell mum...

MAY
NO.....

NEVE
No, why not, she has to know, she 
will be so happy.

MAY
She will know, but not yet, 
remember when I said, I needed to 
find you.

Neve nodded

MAY (CONT’D)
Well finding and telling you was 
only part of the plan.

Neve looked intrigued

NEVE
Go on

MAY
Jack, Jack is a drug lord

NEVE
(Confused)

Jack is a fucking what

MAY
Drug lord, you know someone at the 
head of a chain of people exporting 
drugs around the world, this is 
what he did in Italy, he is head of 
one of the biggest cartels in 
Europe.

NEVE

MAY

NEVE
How do you know all this.

MAY
Remember when I said I was made to 
go to these parties, it was at one 
of those parties I was told by a 
client of Jack’s, that he had 
killed a guy in Battersea, and was 
supposed to kill his two children 
the same night, but I guess he grew 
a conscience. 

NEVE
Scumbag

NEVE (CONT’D)
So, what do you have in mind
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MAY
I want to bring him down and his 
whole fucking empire. 

NEVE
And how do you suppose the two of 
us can do that.

MAY
What’s the one thing rich people 
like more than anything else.

NEVE
Money

MAY
Money, and there is no better way 
of getting your own back, by 
turning a very rich person, into a 
very poor one.

NEVE
And how do you purpose to do that.

MAY
I have all the details of all of 
his bank accounts from around the 
world, all we have to do is cypher 
the funds into another account, an 
account I hold and untraceable. I 
have the know how, all I need is a 
laptop. I can’t use mine as Jack 
has it tracked.

NEVE
That’s not a problem, we can use my 
laptop, but then what.

MAY
Once we have transferred all the 
funds, we will go and confront him, 
tell him we are taking over the 
family business, then.. We will  
kill the bastard.

NEVE
And if he get’s to us first.

MAY
We will just kill him, then take 
the money.
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NEVE
I’ve never hurt anyone, how am I 
suppose to kill someone. If it goes 
wrong we will go to jail for life.

MAY
I’m not asking you to, that is my 
part of the job, and believe me I 
will take a lot of pleasure in 
doing it. Your job is only to 
transfer the funds, if it goes 
wrong you and mum will become very 
rich.

NEVE
I’m not sure Paige.

MAY
Neve, this is the only chance we 
will ever have of getting rid of 
him, were in England, he has nobody 
here, he is on his own, we can 
finally get justice for Dad and 
give mum back the control, and 
finally get him out of our lives. 

Neve looked down and she spoke with a serious voice.

NEVE
So; when do you intend to do all 
this.

MAY
That’s my only problem, we are 
leaving and heading back to Rome on 
Monday, so it has to be this 
weekend.

NEVE
Wow, OK.

MAY
Can you meet me tomorrow at this 
address (hands note to Neve) this 
is where we are staying, there is a 
cabin in the garden, I will meet 
you in there.

NEVE
What about Jack
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MAY
He has a meeting at ten in a local 
hotel, that should give us at least 
an hour, before he returns.

NEVE
OK, I will grab the laptop and meet 
at 10:15.

MAY
When he has left, I will leave a 
ladder over the gate, if the ladder 
is not there, wait in the nearby 
woods, as soon as he is out of the 
way; I will put the ladder out, 
this will take you round the back 
of the cabin. If I can’t I will get 
a message to you. 

NEVE
You could text me.

MAY
I can’t, he won’t let me have a 
mobile.

NEVE
OK, I will work something out.

MAY
Are you sure you are going to be OK 
with all this.

NEVE
Of course, this man took our 
father, he hooked up with our 
mother for his own gain, and tried 
to kill both of us. We need to deal 
with him, but maybe we could mane 
him first, maybe take a limb or two 
off.

MAY
Wow that is getting dark, but 
funny.

NEVE
Looks like my sister is rubbing off 
on me again.
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EXT. HALLWAY - EVENING

Chelsea had heard the shower start, so made her way to the 
locked door.

CHELSEA
Is that you honey?

NEVE
(v/o)

Yes mum, who else would it be.

CHELSEA
Fair point, I didn’t know you were 
home, normally you would come in 
and see me first. 

NEVE
(v/o)

Sorry, I just needed to take a 
shower, its hot out there.

CHELSEA
That’s OK, just making sure you’re 
fine.

NEVE
(v/o)

Yes mum, I'm fine, I will be down 
when I’m done.

CHELSEA
Ok, I’m putting dinner on.

NEVE
(v/o)

Cool.

Chelsea turned and walked back past Neve’s bedroom, noticing 
the laptop was open and switched on, she went into the room. 

INT. NEVE BEDROOM - CONTINUOUS

Chelsea lifted the lid fully, on the screen were directions 
to a place in the village, after she had taken in that 
information, she closed the lid back to the position she had 
found it. Next to the laptop was a piece of paper, Chelsea 
read the address, it was the noise of the shower stopping, 
that made her replace the note where she had found it and 
leave the bedroom.
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EXT. PATH AND GATE - THE NEXT DAY

Neve had arrived at 10:15 as requested by May at the place on 
the note, the ladder was in place, she climbed over the gate 
round the back of the cabin until she found the door, inside 
she could see May pacing up and down, laid on the floor was 
various paperwork. She opened the door, May stopped pacing.

INT. CABIN - CONTINUOUS

MAY
Great you are here, we haven’t got 
long, did you bring the laptop?

Neve lifted up the bag.

MAY (CONT’D)
Brill, set it up over there and 
plug it in here.

NEVE
I was worried, there is a car in 
the driveway.

MAY
Yes he surprised me and walked, 
which leaves us with another 
problem, as I don’t know when he 
will be back. Switch it on.

NEVE
I have, Its not very quick.

MAY
That’s fine, here is the password 
for the Wi-Fi.

May handed Neve a card, she took it and filed in the details.

MAY (CONT’D)
Now you need to type in the ip 
address, its a special portal on 
the dark web that will help us 
transfer the funds.

NEVE
Where are we going to transfer the 
money too, you can’t just transfer 
millions of euros, to lets say the 
nationwide.
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MAY
I know that, I have my own account, 
an account Jack knows nothing about 
that’s also on the dark web, It 
already holds a substantial amount 
of money. Money that I have already 
syphoned.

NEVE
This is all well and good, but he 
will notice millions....

MAY
.....millions, no all of it, we are 
going to wipe him out completely, 
leave him with zero, he won’t be 
able to afford a pot to piss in 
when we have finished.

NEVE
Yes but, what about Jack, what do 
you think he will do, he will 
notice its all gone.

MAY
You leave that be to me, this man 
shot me, made me lose my sister and 
mother, he abused me, he got me to 
do things not even an adult would  
do, there is only one place this 
piece of crap is going, Italy, into 
that fake grave he made for my fake 
mother.

NEVE
How the fuck are you going to do 
that.

MAY
You don’t need to ask, its all been 
arranged back in Italy. 

NEVE
You’ve been planning this all 
along, but with who.

MAY
You don’t need to know, in time, I 
promise to tell you everything. How 
are we doing with the transfer.
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NEVE

Seventy-five percent complete. But 
what are you going to do with Jack.

Neve pulled out a hand gun and a knife.

NEVE (CONT’D)
Your going to shoot him, but the 
noise.

May took out a silencer and attached it to the gun.

NEVE (CONT’D)
Ok, but the knife

MAY
I need that for my new earrings.

NEVE
(Confused)

Earrings.

MAY
I will need someway of cutting off 
his balls.

The realization of May’s actions were finally starting to 
show on a worried Neve’s face.

MAY (CONT’D)
how’s the transfer going.

NEVE
Ninety-five percent.

MAY
When its done, you can switch off 
your laptop and put it away.

May went towards the door

NEVE
Where are you going.

MAY
To set up the next part of the 
plan, my sweet revenge.

NEVE
Please, don’t leave me here on my 
own.
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MAY
Trust me you will be fine, the next 
time you see me, it will be all 
over.

May disappeared from the cabin. Taking the gun and knife with 
her. Neve watched the laptop click down to zero, before 
switching it off and putting it back into the laptop bag. She 
sat on the floor, relived this part of the operation was now 
complete. 

INT. HALL - CONTINUOUS

INT. CABIN - CONTINUOUS

Neve continued to sit on the floor, staring into space, still 
wondering what May was doing, should she stay here or go and 
look for her, then a small noise outside startled her, she 
looked to the glass door and standing their was Jack, the 
door slowly opened, Neve’s eyes widened and fixed on Jack, 
the pain and panic written all over her face as she started 
to move slowly backwards as Jack entered.

JACK
Well, well, well who have we here, 
you look remarkably like someone I 
once knew, let me think, maybe five 
years ago, but what are you here, 
and (Angy) INSIDE MY FUCKING CABIN. 
Oh wait, It’s that May, isn’t it. 
May or I should call her Paige.

NEVE
Please don’t hurt me

JACK
FUCK, that’s why she wanted to come 
to this, this place, to try and 
find her baby sister, tell me Neve 
have you been in contact with her.

NEVE
No sir
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JACK
Strange; I don’t believe you, if 
you hadn't seen her, how would you 
have known about this place, so why 
are you here. Well, answer me, oh 
and where is my daughter now.

This remark angered Neve her demeanour changed.

NEVE
(Angry)

Your daughter, she is not your 
daughter. You shot her, we thought 
she was dead, you lied saying she 
died in Italy, I know the truth 
about you and all your antics, and 
when I get out of here, I'm going 
straight to the police and you will 
be going away for a very long time. 

JACK
Straight to the police, well let me 
tell you young lady, there are two 
things wrong with the last part of 
your statement, number one the 
police in the UK will do nothing, 
the only crime I can see that has 
been committed, is one of breaking 
and entry, I can’t see Paige 
anywhere, so you must be working on 
your own and have broken into my 
home, probably to steal things.

CHELSEA
Oh Neve

Chelsea ran over to her, put her head into her lap took out 
some tissues and cleaned the wound.

CHELSEA (CONT’D)

Neve, what has happened.

Slowly Neve’s eyes opened, she could not believe it was her 
mother.

NEVE
Mum, Paige

CHELSEA
Paige what do you mean Paige

JACK (CONT’D)
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NEVE
She is in danger, I have to help 
her.

CHELSEA
What are you talking about.

NEVE
Paige, Paige is alive, she in the 
house, with Jack.

CHELSEA
With Jack
Neve, What are you talking about, 
who hit you.

NEVE
Jack did, they are both here, mum, 
Paige never died the whole thing 
was...

CHELSEA
...was what

NEVE
It doesn’t matter now, we have to 
help Paige she is in great danger, 
if we don’t help her she really 
will be dead. Jack’s looking for 
her.

CHELSEA
If you can walk, get out and get 
help, I will go after Paige.

NEVE
Mum be careful, they both have 
guns.

INT. HALL - CONTINUOUS

Jack continued down the hall, when he got to the lounge he 
stopped popped his head in and looked around, Paige behind 
the door holding the knife tight while trying to control her 
breathing. Jack moved on towards the bathroom, Paige realized 
this was her chance.

EXT. PATIO - CONTINUOUS

Chelsea had reached the patio door to the lounge, she could 
see, Paige behind the door, while Jack was peering in. 
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Chelsea felt for the handle as Jack moved on and Paige 
followed.

INT. HALL - CONTINUOUS

Paige came up behind Jack and in one movement she leapt onto 
his back, striking the knife into his left arm, Jack 
struggled trying to throw her off, the pain was intense, 
suddenly the knife fell to the floor as Paige also fell 
landing in front of Jack, with her back to the bathroom and 
Jack pointing the gun at her, slowly she tried to move 
backwards.

JACK

MAY
Everything you have done for me, 
you shot me remember, then you 
pretended I was dead. My family new 
nothing. You even had my father 
killed.

JACK
How did you find out about that.

MAY
Paperwork, from your office, not 
only that I know it all. I have 
been working on it for years, all 
your drugs, prostitution, including 
me, what about the children you 
smuggled, where are they now, were 
they just for your sick clients to 
feed on, your sick Jack, sick in 
the head, I’m going to take you 
down Jack and your whole fucking 
family, your history Jack, their is 
a new boss in town and it ain’t 
you. 

JACK
May you know nothing, anyway it 
doesn't matter, look at you, your 
on the floor, look at me, I have a 
gun, I nearly killed you five years 
ago, but today your time is finally 
up, and then I will finish of you 
sister.
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MAY
She’s still alive then.

JACK
For now.

Jack’s arm straightened, the gun pointed directly at May.

JACK (CONT’D)
Say hello to your father for me.

Two shots were fired in quick succession, Jack fell face down 
onto the ground, standing directly behind was Chelsea with 
May’s gun in hand.

MAY
(Frightened and in tears)

Mum

Chelsea dropped the gun.

CHELSEA
Paige

Chelsea ran to her daughter, grasping and holding her tight. 
Tears were flowing

CHELSEA (CONT’D)
Oh Paige its you, its you, it 
really is you.

MAY
Neve

CHELSEA
She is fine, she’s gone for help.

Just then Neve appeared and ran into the arms of her mother 
and sister.

FADE TO BLACK.

INT. LOUNGE - LATER

A few weeks later

Neve was on her laptop, Paige and Chelsea were on the sofa.

NEVE
Hey there is an article about Jack 
in the news.
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CHELSEA
What does it say.

NEVE
British drug lord was found dead in 
a house in Burbington on sea last 
month, the police are investigating 
but have no leads and are putting 
it down to rival drug family feud 
from Italy, Dawson who lives in 
Italy is one of the last big drug 
lords. Further information on the 
families activates were anomalously 
left for the Italian police, 
including information on all the 
crimes Dawson was involved with, 
including all his financial 
affairs, which in a strange twist, 
millions of it had been transferred 
from the Dawson accounts, the 
police have no idea where this 
money has gone and fear it may 
never be found.  

CHELSEA
